
2011 Robert E. and Jacquelyn Pogue
Scholarship Application

· The Robert E. and Jacquelyn Pogue Scholarship is open to all high school seniors at Maggie L. Walker Governor’s School for Government and International Studies who have a weighted social studies grade point average of 4.0 or higher, an overall weighted grade point average of 3.5 or higher, are currently enrolled in or completed advanced courses in government, history and/or politics, and who plan to attend an accredited college beginning in the fall of 2011. 
· Qualified candidates must have an interest in continuing their study of government and politics and plan to pursue a career in a related area.

· The scholarship awarded is for $6,000 to be paid to an accredited college the first

two years of the recipient’s attendance with $3,000 paid each year.  Award recipients must 

maintain a 3.0 average in his/her declared major and a 2.5 average or above overall to maintain 

his/her eligibility.  At the end of the first year of study, the recipient must provide MLWGS with 

a copy of their transcript and a summary of activities in which they actively participated. 

MLWGS will provide this information to the donors as documentation of use of monies in line 

with the intent of the donation.

· At the end of the first year of study, the recipient must provide MLWGS with a copy of their transcript and a summary of activities in which they actively participated.  MLWGS will provide this information to the donors as documentation of contributing to a student’s education whose interests are in line with the intent of the donation. 
· Selection criteria include demonstration of a strong interest in the study of government and politics, an ability to achieve in a well-rounded academic program, leadership ability, and a commitment to community service.  Financial need will also be considered, although it is not a primary factor.  
· Scholarship recipients are chosen through a three step selection process based on selection criteria developed in conjunction with the donor.  

(1) Step I:   Students complete Part I of the application.  Attachments to be included are a copy of the applicant’s transcript and a letter of recommendation from one person who has supervised the applicant in a community service activity (not a family member).  A faculty selection committee evaluates information included in Part I of the application for each applicant and reviews honor and discipline records.  The compiled data from the evaluation of Part I of the applications is used to select the semi-finalists.  
(2) Step II:  Students chosen as semi-finalists will be given Part II of the application, to include essays and financial need information sheet.  Essays for semi-finalists will be reviewed and ranked by Social Studies faculty without knowledge of the identity of the candidates.

(3) Step III:  Finalists will be selected by the committee and interviewed by a panel comprised of the donors and representatives from the school and professional community.  
(4) The winner is selected from the finalists by compiling the rankings from both components of the application and the interview process.

· Completed scholarship application forms (Part I) with all required attachments must be submitted to Mrs. Loving in the school counseling office on or before 1:45 pm on Monday, April 25, 2011.
· The Scholarship will be presented at the Senior Recognition ceremony on June 10, 2011.
